Pool Rules
1. Pool Accessibility for residents and their guests is terminated if the annual Esquire Estates Park Association dues have not been paid.

2. Pool and Island Hours: Dawn to 9:00 p.m.

3. A Pool Key, with a green wrist strap and Lot# tag has been provided to each residence in the Association. Pool keys and tags must be visible by residents during use of the pool, island, or pond. A replacement pool key ($20.00) can be requested through the Association President.
4. Non-residents must be accompanied by an adult resident. Residents 18 and older need no supervision.

5. Unauthorized Individuals (anyone not in possession of a pool key, or accompanied by a resident) may be asked to leave the premises by any resident of Esquire Estates. Residents are to call the Germantown Police Department (262-253-7780) to report trespassers.

6. Age Definition of adult and Child to be used for purposes of supervising children at the pool:
Adult: 18 years and older. Child: 17 years or younger.

7. Supervision Requirements:  Children of the subdivision, over 12, may swim unsupervised if they do not have friends from outside the subdivision with them. Children should swim only if there are other adults or children in the pool Children must not swim alone.

8. Non-Family Supervision Responsibility for children of other residents or guests may be assumed by any adult in the pool area. Adult consent must be obtained prior to pool use by these children.
9. Disciplinary Action may be invoked by adults at the pool for children who do not have immediate family supervision present.

10. Definition of Disciplinary Action:  (a) Child/children asked to leave the pool area if misbehavior persists after initial reprimand.  (b) After repeated misbehavior problems, the Association Board may be asked to invoke a 1 week denial of access to the pool area.

11. Inappropriate, Unallowable Behavior will include running, unnecessary noise, pushing, and rough play.

12. No Diving in shallow end of the pool. Diving is permitted from the edge of the pool on the deep end, past the buoy markers.
13. No Glassware is permitted in the pool area.

14. No pets are allowed in the pool area.

15. No food, gum, or drinks permitted in the pool.

16. Items brought to the pool by residents and guests, must be removed when leaving the pool area.

17. Flotation Devices are allowed in the pool on the discretion of parents and/or supervising adults. The number of people in the pool may periodically have an effect on the use of these devices.
Island, Pond, and Fishing Rules

1. No Bikes, Skateboards, Rollerblades, etc. on the bridges or island/pool area. These items should be left at the bridge entrances and kept off the concrete walkways so as not to obstruct pedestrian traffic.

2. Fishing in Esquire pond is catch-and-release. No fishing is permitted from the bridges. Children who are friend of subdivision children should be in the company of a resident.
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
